Oasis of Northwest Arkansas experienced
tremendous growth and change in 2020
despite the COVID-19 Pandemic.

The highlights include:

testing.

e Promotion of 3 Resident House Managers

e Oasis served 64 women and 23 children in 2020 on
our Bella Vista Campus.

e 15 women purchased their own vehicles
